Part 6 — Job Requirements

Firefighter candidates must have 3, 4 or 5 B.C. driver's licence and driving record that
shows behaviour responsiblely and safe driving.

They must learn one or two years of additional post-secondary education. Also, they
are approved firefighter training program and National Fire Protection Association.
Volunteer fire departments generally provide training, which can lead to basic
professional qualifications.

Part 7 — Career Paths

Career of firefighters start as a volunteer, work part-time or on- call or as an entry-level
firefighter. They should have training for several years. Senior firefighters progress to
job such as, investigators, taining officers, captains, lieutenantor, fire battalion chiefs.

Part 8 - Employment Outlook

The labour market is expecting thet job openings for 2022-2032 will be 1,960.
They forecast that job openings are increasing. In 2027-2032, the employment growth
rate increased 1.4%.
